We are a leading national provider of placements for vulnerable young women and are one of only two all female, all welfare secure children’s homes in the UK

There is a multi disciplinary team of approx 80 staff providing a highly individualised and risk managed service for each young woman placed 
The Home works in partnership with specialist drug and alcohol counsellors, sexual health advice, nursing, and GP services as well as St .Andrews a leading provider of psychiatric and psychological adolescent services
Where appropriate we encourage the young women to maintain contact with their families. Young women also may receive visitors
Group work and individual sessions are held covering a range of issues - relationships, sex, behaviour, bullying, racial and cultural issues, healthy eating and anti-discrimination

The young women have their own news sheet “kidformation” and influence day to day life and activities through representation at a young person’s council

Each young woman has their own room and en-suite facilities
For every four bedrooms there is one lounge, where young women can meet for group activities or social interaction
We have our own full time school that provides education to the national curriculum.  Young women may sit GCSE’s and many other recognised qualifications.
Homework is given and completed at times set aside for this purpose during the early evening
There is a wide range of recreational and sporting activities for young women to engage themselves in.  The home has a purpose built gymnasium, an exercise room and outdoor recreational areas.  A personal trainer is available to each young woman resident who can advise on healthy exercise, diet and fitness levels
