Any
defects identified must be rectified immediately. Any changes to the fabric, fixtures or
purpose/use of individual spaces must be agreed in advance with the Department for Education.

The Secretary of State reserves the right to impose further terms and conditions, amend those in
this Certificate, or withdraw approval at any time.
